employer costs. The meeting included a discussion on privacy, health challenges faced by employers, and 

opportunities to present HealthVault and its benefits to NBGH membership.  

 

Healthcare Information and Management Systems Society (HIMSS) Annual Conference 

April 4-8, Microsoft executives briefed nearly 40 press and analysts on the show floor at HIMSS, providing an overview 

of the major news: NewYork-Presbyterian, Amalga UIS 2009, and Surface and the Connected Health Framework. In 

addition, the Worldwide Health team announced version 2 of the Connected Health Framework and the Connected 

Health Platform. 

 

Amalga UIS 2009 was featured in 26 stories coming out of the show, including a top story by IDG News that appeared 

online at PCWorld, NetworkWorld, ComputerWorld, CIO, Yahoo! News and WSJ.com. The Microsoft Surface healthcare 

applications demonstrated in the booth were covered by 15 outlets, including a video on Healthcare IT News and The 

Health Care Blog.  

 

Health Affairs – Stimulating Health IT 

On March 10, Peter Neupert, corporate vice president, Microsoft, participated in a panel sponsored by Health Affairs 

in Washington, D.C., around the launch of its ―Stimulating Health IT‖ issue. Neupert emphasized that Microsoft is 

hoping to do for healthcare what it has done for the computer revolution and that the focus must be on outcomes 

first — with technology deployed accordingly. He stood out among fellow panelists, including representatives from 

Dossia and Google, and Microsoft’s key messages were reinforced by key opinion leaders, including Carol Diamond, 

on subsequent panels.  

 

Microsoft Innovation Days  

Microsoft LCA organized Innovation days on March 4 and 5 in Brussels. The event was a huge success, with nearly 500 

attendees, including political elites from Brussels and several member states, Microsoft software developers, and 

European industry partners in attendance. Microsoft had an exhibit area of over 30 European demos with partners 

and research labs based completely on S+S, highlighting Microsoft’s vision on areas such as e-health, the future of 

the Internet, environment, education and European partners in Internet innovation. Key themes communicated 

included Microsoft’s need for increased IP protection in Europe, endorsing Microsoft’s Women’s initiative and 

leadership in the e-health space. Microsoft also took the opportunity echoed by the political elites on the need for 

stimulus packages to focus on investing on innovation and to match investments being made by private industry.  

 

A high-level dinner debate on Healthcare Innovation marked the official opening of the fifth EU Growth and 

Innovation Day. Over 60 high-level stakeholders, patients’ organizations and healthcare providers debated live across 

the Atlantic on the role of technology as key enabler to advance e-health. The debate allowed Microsoft to highlight 

country best practices such as the opening of the Microsoft Innovation Centre in Mons, Portugal, Italy and Sweden, 

among others. With the strong support of the Microsoft DC office, EU attendees exchanged views with Charles 

Friedman from the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. Microsoft also used the occasion to launch a 

special report on Microsoft’s healthcare innovation.  

 

A breakout session on e-health, ―Tomorrow's Solutions for Europe,‖ brought together HSG, Worldwide Health and 

guests to explore how technology can help address an increasing demand in relation to the overall need for 

accessible and affordable care, as well as the barriers and regulatory challenges associated with this new approach. 

The session offered an ideal platform to present and positively position HealthVault as a citizen-centric services 

platform but also to engage in a solution- and partnership-oriented dialogue with EU institutions, healthcare 

providers and patients’ organizations. 

 

Connectathon Testing 

The last week of February, the Worldwide Health team and the team from iLink passed the IHE Connectathon in 

Chicago with Microsoft’s XDS.b implementation. In addition, the teams attained the extra bonus of HITSPE 

certification, which is important given the growth in the U.S. market and the increasing levels of certification needed 

to play in the stimulus package proposals. Being recognized for success at the Connectathon is key to continuing to 

establish Microsoft’s leadership credentials in the industry and to promoting open and modern interoperability 

solutions built on Microsoft products and architectures. The fact that the teams were able to interoperate with 85

The local Czech subsidiary, with the support of LCA and the Worldwide Health team, organized a special session on 

eHealth as a tool to support change management in healthcare at the eHealth Conference, held in Prague Feb. 19–20. 

The conference had the support of the EU Commission and attendance from ministries of health, high-level decision-

makers, industry representatives, health professionals and patient associations. The EU health ministers used this 

occasion to sign a declaration about eHealth. The conference’s main objective was to sum up the current state of the 

Europe-wide effort to use information and communication technologies in healthcare for the benefit of patients as 

well as economic efficiency of the health sector. It also aims to determine further steps to be taken at the level of 

member states as well as European institutions. Dr. Octavian Purcarea, industry solutions manager, Microsoft, gave a 

keynote speech at this conference.

Michael Stokes Senate Judiciary Committee Testimony 

On Jan. 27, Michael Stokes, principal program manager, Microsoft, testified in front of the Senate Judiciary Committee 

on Health IT.

On April 21, Microsoft’s Health Solutions Group and Mayo Clinic announced Mayo Clinic Health Manager, the first 

broadly available consumer health service built on the HealthVault platform. Mayo Clinic Health Manager enables 

people to store their personal health information and receive individualized health guidance and recommendations 

based on the clinical expertise of the practice’s health care professionals.

Coverage resulted in a total of 311 print and broadcast placements. Print coverage resulted in 59 original news/blogs 

posts, including Associated Press, Ars Technica, CNET, The Healthcare Blog, Health Data Management, 

InformationWeek, The New York Times, Fast Company and The Seattle Times.
