The Battlefield Medical Information System Tactical (BMIS-T) is currently deployed with units
throughout the U.S. military in places like Irag and Afghanistan. This Windows Mobile-based solution
gives medical providers an all-in-one tool for diagnosing, treating medical conditions, and capturing
patient information.

BMIS-T holds service members’ complete medical records. Medical care providers enter information
by tapping on the screen and using menus. BMIS-T suggests diagnosis and treatment plans according
to users medical skill levels—so even untrained personnel can potentially save lives.
