PURCHASING SHAREPOINT LICENSES 

 Availability: SharePoint Server and CAL licenses 
are only available through Volume Licensing programs. 

 Volume Licensing Agreements: Start an agreement 
with a Server and 4 CAL licenses, or add single licenses 
to existing agreements. 

 CAL Suites: The MOSS Standard CAL is available as 
part of the Core CAL Suite and MOSS Standard and 
Enterprise CALs are included in the Enterprise CAL 
Suite. 

Note that  Microsoft  SQL Server
®

 licenses are also 

required for a Microsoft SharePoint solution .

LICENSING MICROSOFT SEARCH SERVER 
Purchase a Search Server license for each server 
machine.  With this model there is no additional 
requirement for User or Device CALs. 

STANDARD and ENTERPRISE CALS 

Microsoft Office SharePoint Server (MOSS) 2007 
offers different levels of functionality, and there 
are CALs which correspond to this.  

The core functionality (depicted by the 
blue shading) is linked to a Standard 
CAL (depicted by the blue license) 
assigned to user or device.  

If the extended functionality (depicted 
by the red shading) is utilized, then 
the purchase of an Enterprise CAL is 
required (depicted by the red license) 
in addition to the Standard CAL.  
 

FORMS 
SERVER 
Purchase a Forms 
Server license for 
each server and 
then license users 
or devices with 
Per User or Per 
Device CALs. 

INTERNET SITES EDITIONS  
Available for MOSS and Forms Server, 
this license type applies when both 
internal and external users use the same 
server.  A server license is purchased for 
the externally facing server without 
requiring CALs for either external or 
internal users.   

(Note that if only internal users use the 
server this would not be legal usage.)
