Cross-team communication is essential to any project and the addition of the work item dependency 

feature is built to support this. With this CTP release, team members can now identify work items that 

their work items are dependant on, enabling the team to identify the priority of tasks based on these 

dependancies. Any team member can view a list of work items that are dependant on his assignments 

by running a work item query. These work item dependancies are also trackable through reports. 

With this release the new capabilities include: 

 Work item dependency identification 

 Work item dependency tracking and reporting

test coverage and manual testing, and management of dependancies – provide a glimpse of the benefits 

that are coming in Visual Studio Team System code name “Rosario.”
