1  EXECUTIVE SUMMARY  

In April 2007 the New Zealand Government announced an update to the Time Act of 

1974. This update changes the date s of both the start and end of daylight saving time 

(DST). When this law goes into effect in 2007, daylight savings time will start one 

week earlier (2:00 A.M. on the 30th September 2007) and will end two weeks later 

(3:00 A.M. on 6th April 2008) than past  years. Click here  for more information from 

the New Zealand Government.  

 

A number of Microsoft® products require updates for the new daylight saving times. 

Information on these product updates appear  in forthcoming pages in this document.   

The a mendment to the Time A ct directly affects organizations  in New Zealand as  well 

as companies with branch offices  located offshore that sh are a common infrastructure, 

documents and collaboration technologies  such as Outlook, Exchange and Sharepoint.  

For the purpose of this document Daylight Savings Time will be referred to as DST .

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2  INTRODUCTION  

This document summari ses the updates required and tools that Microsoft has  

developed for its customers to address the upcoming DST change  for the Microsoft 

platform .   

The upcoming Daylight Savings changes for New Zealand will affect a wide variety of 

IT systems.  

The three key areas that will be affe cted are:  

 

1.  Operating Systems:  

Un-patched Operating Systems will do the following:  

o The operating system will write the wrong time sta mp ed onto files   

o The operating system will present the wrong time stamp to applications 

that read off the system clock  

 

2.  Scheduling and Calendaring:  

Although t he immediate impact will be on userôs appointments and resources, 

the potential exposure can be much higher . The impact will affect key systems 

e.g.:   

¶ Travel  Booking  Systems  

¶ Health Systems  (Patient Management System that  define dispensing of 

drugs)  

¶ Scheduling Applications  

¶ Backups  ( Batch jobs set to run at midnight will now execute an hour early 

and truncate the first day of DST2007 by an hour ï a 23 -hour computer 

day will not pass muster in a 24 -hour legal world )  

 

3.  Time D ependant applications (Date / Time calculations):  

Accurate transactional time tracking e.g.: Systems that rel y on transaction 

log ging for audit purposes  e.g.:  

¶ ATMs 

¶ Hourly/minute based billing systems

Customers will only be charged a single fee of USD$4,000 to obtain all 

currently available hotfixes for products in Extended Support needed to update their 

systems for DST 2007. The term of this contract is one year, if there are updates to the 

DST fixes for New Zealand or other countries during this period, these will be included 

and made available to customers that have signed up for Extended hotfix support.

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6  SEQUENC E TO APPLY DST  UPDATES  

To complete a successful installation it is advised that the following installation 

sequence is followed. It is recommended that an elapsed time of 72 hours  from 

starting the installation sequence to completing the Exchange 2003 SP2 update  is 

required  to reduce the impact of missing newly created meeting requests.

The tzedit.exe utility, which is part of the Windows Resource Kit, can be used to set or 

change the start and the end dates for daylight saving for one or more time zones. For 

more information about Windows Resource k its, visit the Microsoft Windows 

Deployment and Resource Kits  web site. The following example shows how to set start 

and end dates for New Zealandôs daylight savings. Note that the end time for daylight 

saving is expressed in daylight saving time, not standard time.  

 

1.  Click Start , point to Programs , point to Windows Resource Kit , and then 

click Tools .  

2.  Double -click Alphabetical list of Tools, and then click Time Zone Editor.

Click on the entry, click Edit , then adjust the settings according to the

4.  In the Abbreviation box, type New Zealand Standard Time.  

5.  In the Offset from GMT box, type +12:00.  

6.  Click to select the Automatically set dayl ight -saving time check box.  

7.  Follow these steps:  

a.  In the first Start Day  box, click Last .  

b.  In the second Start Day  box, click Sunday .  

c.  In the third Start Day  box, click September .  

d.  In the fourth Start Day  box, click 2:00 AM .  

e.  I n the first Last Day  box, click First .  

f.  In the second Last Day  box, click Sunday .  

g.  In the third Last Day  box, click April .  

h.  In the fourth Last Day  box, click 3:00 AM .  

i.  In the Abbreviation box, type New Zealand Daylight Time.  

j.  In th e Daylight Bias  box, click +1:00  to set the clock forward 1 hour. 

By default, Daylight Bias  is set to +1:00 .  
 

8.  Click OK , and then quit Windows Time Zone Editor.  

9.  Click Start , point to Settings , and then click Control Panel.  

10.  Double -click Date/Time , and then click the Time Zone  tab.  
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11.  Click (GMT+12:00) Auckland, Wellington and then click OK.  

12.  Click to select the Automatically adjust clock for daylight saving changes check 

box, click Apply, and then click OK.  

13.  To test that th e new time zone setting will adjust for daylight savings as 

expected, change the time and date on your computer to several minutes 

before the time that you have set for the daylight -saving time changes. Verify 

that the daylight -saving time changes are corr ect when the change occurs.  

7.1.2 Update the Windows Registry Directly 

Method 2: Update the Windows Registry Directly 

Note: You will need local administrator privileges to update the registry.  

Time zone entries in the Windows registry can be updated directly u sing a script file. This 

method is useful when more than one system needs to be updated, for example in a 

commercial environment.  

Before updating your registry please back up any registry keys before 

proceeding . 

1. Create a file named TimeZones.reg contai ning the update script (see below for 

examples).  

2. Double -click the Timezones.reg file.  

3. Click Yes when you are prompted to add information to the registry.  

4. Click OK when you receive the message that the information was successfully 

entered in the registry.  

5. Click Start, point to Settings, and then click Control Panel.  

6. Double -click Date/Time, and then click the Time Zone tab.  

7. Click on the time zone you have just updated, and then click OK.  

8. Click to select the Automatically adj ust clock for daylight saving changes check box, 

click Apply, and then click OK.

Testing the update:  

 

 

1.  
Change the date/clock to September 30, 2007, 1:59am and verify that the clock 
advances on e hour (instead of moving to 2am it moves to 3am). This is the new 
(2007) DST start date.  

2.  
Change the date/clock to October 7, 2007 at 1:59am and verify that the clock does 
not adjust for DST (Simply moves to 2am). This is the 2007 DST start date.  

3.  
Change the date/clock to March 16, 2008 at 1:59am and verify that the clock does 
not adjust for DST (Simply moves to 2am). This is the 2008 DST end date.  

4.  
Change the date/clock to April 6, 2008 at 2:59am and verify that the clock goes 
back one hour to 2: 00am (instead of 3am). This is the new (2008) DST end date.

Outlook calendaring architecture uses notification emails to both meeting organi sers 

and attendees to track meetings and status.  Circumventing this architecture has 

several known risks to calendar appointments.    

If Outlook Time Zone Update tool is run before Windows Operating System 

updates are applied to all machines:  

If you run the Outlook Time Zone Update tool before the system has the Windows 

operating system update, the tool will not list any calendar item s to update because it 

will not yet recogni se the new DST rules. Minimizing the time between Windows 

updates and the execution of the Calendar Update tools against all mailboxes will 

ensure the fewest appointments will be out of synchronization.     

If the  Outlook Time Zone Update tool is run multiple times :  

I f the user explicitly runs the tool manually and selects to skip a set of appointments 

(for example, single instance appointments that are targeted at a different time zone 

or that the user created aft er updating time zone rules but before running the time 

zone update tool) then the tool will continue to list those appointments in future runs 

and the user will have to explicitly ignore those appointments again. Similarly, it is 

safe to run the TZDUT aft er the Exchange calendar update tool has run.   

There is a higher likelihood of incorrectly modifying single - instance 

appointments :  

As detailed in the Outlook Time Zone Update Tool articles, the lack of confirmation e -

mails for calendar appointments preven ts Outlook from ensuring 100% accuracy in the 

appointment update.   

The user - base could manually move their appointments in anticipation of DST 

changes :  

If users manually move their own appointments to adjust them for DST, the 

Exchange -based solution will have no way to know the intent of the user.  Therefore, if 

a user moves an appointment, then the Exchange calendar tool updates the 

appointment, this will result in the appointment moving 2 hours, instead of one hour.  

Mitigation for this comes from the br oad user education and communication discussed 

later in this document.  

InfoBar :  

If you flag a reminder on an e -mail item in Outlook 2000, Outlook 2002, or Outlook 

2003, and then run the Time Zone Data Update Tool, the reminder is correctly 

updated and move d to the proper time. However, the InfoBar (UI) displays the 

incorrect time. Microsoft has confirmed that this is a problem in the Microsoft products 

that are listed at the beginning of this article . 
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Forwarded meetings :  

For the recipient of the forwarded meeting request to be added to the original 

meeting, that user must have sen t  a response to the request. For more information 

about this issue, click the following article number to view the article  

(htt p://support.microsoft.com/kb/909109/ ) . In Outlook 2003, a user does not receive 

meeting updates if the user clicked the "Don't send a response" option in response to 

a forwarded meeting request.

Automation Process 

9.2 Automation Process Step 1 

Change the time zone settings on multiple networked computers  

To change the time zone settings on multiple networked computers, create and import 

a registry file that contains all the updated time zone registry changes. Then, use 

Group Policy or another distr ibution mechanism to deploy the registry file to the 

computers. To do this, follow these steps.  

 

Before doing any registry changes it is recommended that the affected 

registry keys are backed up before any changes to the registry are applied.  

Step 1: Use Registry Editor to import the time zone updates  

Warning  Serious problems might occur if you modify the registry incorrectly by using 

Registry Editor or by using another method. These problems might require that you 

reinstall the operating system. Microsoft  cannot guarantee that these problems can be 

solved. Modify the registry at your own risk.  

 

Create a registry file for English builds of Windows  

 

Note:  The following time zone registry file is for use only on English builds of 

Windows. Several of the value s in registry keys have been localized. Therefore, these 

steps will only work on English builds of Windows. To create a registry file for non -

English builds of Windows, go to the "Create a registry file for non -English builds of 

Windowsò section. 

 

To use R egistry Editor to create a registry file that contains the time zone updates for 

English builds of Windows, follow these steps:  

1 Click Start , click Run , type notepad , and then click OK .

9.3 Automation Process Step 2 

 Use a script to reload the TimeZoneInformation registry key  

 

The registry must be updated in two locations. Importing the TZupdate.reg file 

updates the time zone database in the r egistry. Next, you must create a script that 

updates the TimeZoneInformation registry key in the current control set. You can 

deploy this script by using Group Policy or another deployment mechanism.  

 

The script identifies the current time zone of the clie nt computer and then reloads the 

TimeZoneInformation registry key with the updated information from the time zone 

database. Then, the script writes an event to the Application log of the client computer 

where the script was run.  

 

To create the script file,  follow these steps.

9.4 Automation Process Step 3 

Deploy the registry file and script by using Group Policy  

The following example demonstrates how to create a startup script, copy files to a 

common location in the domain, and then create a Group Policy object (GPO). The 

GPO assigns the startup script to an organizat ional unit (OU). This example uses an 

Active Directory deployment together with the sample domain name contoso.com .
